South Dakota Update

Vote challenging abortion ban expected to be close

In a couple of weeks, as Minnesotans
go to the polls to vote on state and
national candidates, voters in South
Dakota face another decision. They
will decide whether to keep or
maintain the criminal abortion ban
passed by the South Dakota
legislature and signed in to law earlier
in the year.

In May and June, activists from South
Dakota and from around the country
(including NARAL Pro-Choice
Minnesota staff and volunteers)
canvassed the state for petition
signatures in order to challenge the
law on the ballot. Currently, the law is
not in effect and the state’s only
abortion clinic remains open.

While the stakes are high in this vote,
the result will simply be another step

(albeit an important one) in the battle
for the right to choose in South
Dakota and across the country. If the
law is retained on November 7th, it
will be immediately challenged in
court as unconstitutional. If the
majority of South Dakota voters reject
the law, the question remains whether
the state legislature will jump back in
and pass a revised law that they hope
would retain a simple majority if put to
test with the voters again.

A recent poll in this hard to predict
contest has the vote at 47% opposed
to the law, 39% in favor, and 14%
undecided.

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Letter on SD Abortion Ban

Medical resident’s thoughts to friends and family

This letter is reprinted with permission from Dr. Anne Johnson, who as a fourth year
medical student addressed her family with this information earlier this year when the news

of South Dakota’s abortion ban first emerged.

Anne is currently in her first year of

residency at Dartmouth-Hitchcock Medical Center in Lebanon, NH.

Hello friends and family,

| just want to make you aware of
something that you are going to hear
a lot more about in the coming days
and weeks. It is an issue that | feel
very strongly about. As you may or
may not know, the South Dakota state
legislature just passed a bill that will
make any abortion, even in the case
of rape or incest, a felony in that state.
The governor has signed the bill into
law, and now any doctor who
performs an abortion in South Dakota
is in danger of spending five years in
prison.* Then, one of my dedicated
colleagues in Ob/Gyn will continue to
do her job at the Planned Parenthood
clinic in Sioux Falls (the sole abortion
provider in the state), she will be
charged, and a drawn out and highly
publicized trial will make its way
through the state and eventually the
federal courts.

Sometimes these big issues are
easier to think about when you have a
personal connection. Many women,
possibly including your friends and
family, have had an abortion. In fact,
about one-third of all American
women will have an abortion." On the
legal and professional side of the
issue, I'm sure you know that | will
soon be starting my Ob/Gyn
residency. Starting in July, | will be
performing 1st trimester abortions and
assisting in 2nd trimester abortions.
While this is not strictly required by
residency programs, it is a highly
encouraged competency according to
the Association of Professors of
Gynecology and Obstetrics (APGO),
who governs the education of all
obstetricians and gynecologists.
Already in my clinical experience, |

have helped many women talk about
their reproductive options. This has
strongly reinforced to me how very
important it is to keep abortion safe,
legal, and available. One example that
comes to mind is a 45 year old |
talked to, who was struggling to stay
clean from methamphetamines (she
had conceived while high). Her
husband had just gone to jail on meth
charges, and she was trying to keep
the state from taking her other three
kids. She decided that not having a
baby was best for her family. There
are important variables in every
woman's story. This shows me that
having these decisions made by those
in the halls of government is
repressive to women and medically
shortsighted.

As you listen to the news and opinions
in the next few months, please keep
me in mind, and remember my
medical student and resident
colleagues. Please remember the
importance of the privacy between my
patients and I. Please remember the
emotional decision behind each and
every one of the 1.3 million abortions
in the USA each year. Please
remember that our hospitals are not
currently filled with women who have
life-threatening infections as a result
of secret, illegal abortions by
untrained providers, as they were
before 1973 (Roe v. Wade).

Thanks for reading. If you wish to
discuss this more with me, | am happy
to talk or write. If you'd like to support
this issue, I'm happy to provide
suggestions for action, whether big or
small. Every voice counts!

The South Dakota Abortion Ban: A Timeline

1/31/2005 Bill is introduced in South Dakota to establish a “task force study” on
abortion and subsequently signed into law.

8/01/2005

South Dakota Task Force on Abortion convenes for the first time; the

members will meet a total of four times over the next four months.
During that time nearly half of the 17 appointed task force members
will either resign in protest or refuse to vote.

12/09/2005 Final meeting of the task force, which votes 9-1 in favor of a report
recommending a total ban on abortion in order to “protect the rights
and health” of women. The sole dissenting vote is cast by Dr. Marty
Allison, a pro-life pediatrician, who calls the report “biased and

opinionated.”
1/24/2006

Rep. Roger Hunt introduces HB1215 in the South Dakota

Legislature. The bill will ban all abortions except those deemed
necessary to save the life of the mother.

2/09/2006
2/22/2006
3/06/2006

effect on July 1.
3/24/2006

Bill passes the South Dakota House.
Bill passes the South Dakota Senate.
Governor Rounds signs the bill. The ban is scheduled to go into

South Dakota Campaign for Healthy Families, a group chaired by

physicians, clergy, and legislators, launches a petition drive to
overturn the law through a ballot referendum in November. To
succeed, they need 16,728 signatures by June 19",

5/30/2006

With 38,416 signatures collected, the petition is filed nearly three

weeks ahead of the June 19 deadline. The ban is put on hold until

after a vote.

11/07/2006 Election Day; voters will decide whether or not to uphold the criminal

abortion ban.

Only candidates who
answer 100% pro-choice are eligible for endorsement. Our endorsement
decisions are made by a multi-partisan committee comprised of at least one
Republican, DFLer, Independence Party member, Green Party member, and
unaffiliated member.

Minnesotans are overwhelmingly pro-choice, but our politicians don't reflect that.
With your help, on Election Day, we will turn the tide towards a Legislature that
truly represents the pro-choice majority. Vote pro-choice on November 7!

HOW TO READ THE SCORECARD

The ratings of the candidates are based on the recent voting history of
incumbents and answers to a questionnaire for non-incumbent candidates.

Candidates endorsed by the NARAL Pro-Choice Minnesota Election Fund have
a following their name. Endorsements are based on consistent and strong
support of women'’s reproductive rights, health and access.

Candidates from whom we did not receive a questionnaire response are listed as
unknown. If a candidate in your district is listed as “unknown,” we encourage
you to ask them where they stand on a woman'’s right to choose.
