On Election Day 2004 we accomplished everything we told you we would.  We 
worked with a variety of progressive organizations to: 

  
¨  provide the margin of victory in a handful of state races for a net gain of 

11 pro-choice seats in the House of Representatives 

¨  get-out-the-vote for the Kerry/Edwards pro-choice ticket - Kerry/Edwards 
decisively won Minnesota’s 10 electoral votes! 

If only November 2nd went as well in Ohio as it did in Minnesota.  Despite all of 
our success in Minnesota, George W. Bush was returned to the White House 
for four more years, wetting the appetite of social conservatives for the 5th and 
decisive Supreme Court justice they will need to overturn Roe v. Wade.   
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FROM THE DIRECTOR... 

Just before this newsletter went to print I learned that the Minnesota Citizens Concerned for Life – obviously not happy with the fact that we gained 11 pro-choice seats in the 
Minnesota House of Representatives – have been busy leafleting the wind shields of cars parked outside churches with a declaration that they intend to press for a constitutional 
amendment on the 2006 ballot to severely restrict access to abortion.  With less than six weeks to go until the legislative session in Saint Paul starts, the MCCL’s plan is clear: pass a 
constitutional amendment restricting reproductive privacy in Minnesota in the next two years so that when Roe is overturned, abortion will be illegal in Minnesota.     -TDS 

In these tough times we must stay strong and reach down deep to keep 
President Bush from reaching his ultimate goal of overturning Roe v. Wade. 
Last month’s concerning news about Chief Justice Rehnquist©s health reminds 
us that we MUST be ready to face a Supreme Court vacancy at any moment.

Here are some of our members’ most Frequently Asked Questions.  
 

Why should I give to NARAL Pro-Choice Minnesota? 
We are the state©s largest pro-choice organization dedicated exclusively 
to defending the right to choose.  For nearly 35 years we have been 
dedicated exclusively to activating the grassroots to secure reproductive 
privacy and choice.  While a Star Tribune poll conducted last January 
showed that 57% of Minnesotans support or strongly support Roe v. 
Wade, more than 60% of Minnesota’s legislators are anti-choice.  Your 
support is essential if the legislature is to ever reflect the values of the 
pro-choice majority. 
 

What will you do with my membership check? 
Our lean, extremely efficient organization will turn your contribution into 
action!  With the White House, Congress, and all of the state 
government aligned against a woman’s right to choose - and the 
Supreme Court teetering on the brink - the only way to save the freedom 
of choice is to mobilize Minnesota’s pro-choice majority into the 
formidable political force it needs to be.  
 

Do you really need my small check? 
You bet we do!  NARAL Pro-Choice Minnesota is a true grassroots 
organization existing almost exclusively on members who give less than 
$50 each year.  Your hard earned money goes directly into activities that 
seek to protect the right to choose in Minnesota. 
 

I already give to your national office in Washington, 
DC.  Don’t you get money from them? 
No, we don’t.  We are a proud affiliate and collaborative partner of our 
friends in Washington, DC, but we have completely distinct finances.  

We receive no financial assistance from DC for the aggressive 
legislative advocacy, grassroots organizing, and election work we do 
here in Minnesota.  In the face of never-ending threats to reproductive 
freedom, it’s difficult for any one individual to keep track of all the 
legislation, elections, players, and action in the political arena.  That is 
why tens of thousands of pro-choice Minnesotans trust us to represent 
them—at the Capitol, in the courts, in the media, and on the campaign 
trail—wherever public policy is deliberated and formed. 
 

Why do you send me so much mail? 
Would you believe that it takes the average member eight contacts 
before they renew their membership?  That is a lot of paper and 
postage!  One way to never receive another fundraising letter from 
NARAL Pro-Choice Minnesota again is to join our Choice Marathoners 
program and have an amount put on your credit card or debited from 
your checking account every month.  Check off the “I want to become a

How large is NARAL Pro-Choice Minnesota? 
Our network of members, activists, and identified supporters includes 
over 300,000 pro-choice Minnesotans. 
 

How strong is the opposition? 
The Minnesota Citizens Concerned for Life’s annual budget is nearly six 
times the size of NARAL Pro-Choice Minnesota’s.  Not surprisingly, with 
such a monumental financial advantage, the MCCL has the opportunity 
to engage in a lot of anti-choice mischief including sending six registered 
lobbyists to the Capitol every year.  In addition to the MCCL, our 
opposition includes the Minnesota Family Council, Neighbors for Life, 
Lawyers for Life, Pro-Life Minnesota, and now the newly formed 
Democrats for Life.

The Importance of Your Membership 
Political Strength Comes from Grassroots Membership 
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On November 2nd, 2004, George W. Bush was reelected by a slim 
margin over pro-choice champion John Kerry.  NARAL Pro-Choice 
Minnesota worked hard to get out the pro-choice vote and are proud 
that Minnesota delivered its 10 electoral college votes to Senator Kerry.  
Sadly, Bush was able to carry enough states to be elected to a second 
term. 
 
With Congress and the White House firmly in anti-choice hands, the 
next four years will involve difficult battles for the pro-choice movement.  
The primary battle will be for the Supreme Court.  President Bush will 
likely be able to appoint 2, 3 or even 4 new Justices to the Supreme 
Court.  The current Court supports Roe v. Wade (the decision that gave 
women the right to choose) by a slim 5-4 margin. 
 
Already, the anti-choice leaders are moving to make Bush’s legacy a 
Supreme Court that is hostile to the Roe decision.  When incoming 
Senate Judiciary 
Chair Arlen Spector 
(R-PA) suggested that 
judicial nominees 
would have difficulty 
being confirmed if 

they oppose Roe,  anti-choice Senators cried for Spector’s ouster. 
 
Although anti-choice leaders are excited about the prospects of reshaping the Supreme Court, they 
know that they will have a battle on their hands.  On April 25, 2004, over one million pro-choice 
Americans participated in the March for Women’s Lives—the largest march ever on the National 
Mall.  The majority of Americans believe that abortion should be safe and legal and they won’t 
stand by while the right-wing takes away a woman’s right to choose. 
 
At least 60 Senators are needed to break a likely filibuster should President Bush nominate an 
extremist to the Supreme Court.  The job of the pro-choice movement will be to quickly mobilize 
and put the maximum pressure on each U.S. Senator to do his or her duty and only approve 
Justices who will uphold the U.S. Constitution and represent the mainstream of American values. 
 
In Minnesota, our focus will be to voice our position on any Supreme Court nominee to Senators 

Dayton and Coleman.  Stay tuned for future developments on this front.  We will need your help! 
 

 

Although anti-choice President Bush was re-elected by a slight margin 
on Tuesday, pro-choice voters won some important victories closer to 
home. Not only did Minnesota do its job and comfortably supported 
John Kerry for President, pro-choice legislative candidates won across 
the state!  

We have so much to be proud of. Out of the 134 state House races, 
ten seats that were formerly held by anti-choice incumbents and two 
seats held by mixed-choice incumbents are now held by pro-choicers. 

We only lost one pro-choice seat for a net gain of eleven additional 
committed pro-choice votes in the Minnesota Legislature. The loss 
of anti-choice seats was an embarrassment and a defeat to the MCCL 
(MN Citizens Concerned for Life) and their legislative allies.  

The majority of new pro-choice legislators were endorsed by the NARAL 
Pro-Choice Minnesota Election Fund and many were targeted for 
intensive activism by the NARAL Pro-Choice Minnesota Election Fund.  
We look forward to continuing our momentum with additional pro-choice 
victories in 2006 when the entire Legislature and the Governor are up 
for reelection.

Pro-Choice Candidates Elected to Legislature 

Four More Years of Pres. Bush 
Battle for Supreme Court to Commence 

NARAL Pro-Choice Minnesota activist in the final 
weeks of the election. 
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Anna Odegaard was a superstar volunteer throughout the election 
season.  If there was a volunteer opportunity, Anna was there.  NARAL 
Pro-Choice Minnesota was able to talk with Anna recently. 

 
NPCM: Why did you start volunteering at NARAL Pro-Choice 
Minnesota? 
 

Anna: I started volunteering at NARAL Pro-Choice Minnesota because I 
wasn©t able to go to the March for Women©s Lives in D.C.  I had really 
wanted to go, and my partner and I considered it, but we decided we 
just couldn©t afford the time and money.  So, I promised myself that 
instead, I would start volunteering locally on pro-choice issues, and 
NARAL seemed the obvious place to start. 
 
Once I started volunteering, I knew I©d picked the right place, because 
the staff at NARAL is organized, enthusiastic and competent, and I 
never feel like I©m wasting my time.  
 

NPCM: Why do you think it is important to volunteer for choice? 
 

Anna: It©s important to volunteer for choice because people can get 
away with anything if nobody stops them.  It seems crazy and scary to 
me that there are so many people out there 
organizing and lobbying and sometimes 
employing violence to prevent me from 
making choice about my own body. I guess I 
shouldn©t be surprised, because women©s 
bodies, who owns them and who makes 
choices about them, have been the subject 
of political struggle ever since women got 
together and started demanding equal 
standing as human beings. 
 
It©s easy to think that somebody else out 
there is going to make sure women©s 
reproductive rights are protected under the 
law, but the truth is that there are powerful 
people in this country trying to revoke those 
rights.  I don©t think any one of us can afford 
to think that "someone else" is going to do 
the important work of digging in our heels 
and defending Roe v. Wade, or standing up 

against harmful policies like parental notification laws.  The "someone 
else" is me, it©s us.  
 

NPCM: Why are you pro-choice? 
 

Anna: It©s a question that©s hard to answer in a few sentences, because 
it has to do with my understanding of history, feminism, patriarchy, and 
religion. 
 
People have and have always had all kinds of ideas and beliefs about 
sex, birth, conception, and death. Some cultures used to believe that if 
you gave birth to twins, you had to let them die.  In China the 
government has decided that enforcing a one-child law by mandating 
abortions gives the living children of that country a better chance of 
surviving to adulthood rather than dying of malnutrition.  Many Catholics 
believe that every fertilized human egg has a "right" to be born. 
 
I don©t think there©s just one right answer out there.  Different answers 
are right for different people in different times.  I think the person whose 
body is carrying a growing embryo or fetus should get to decide what 
ideas make the most sense to her, and make her own decision about 
whether or not to carry the pregnancy to term.  

 

NPCM: Tell us a little about yourself. 
 

Anna: About me...I work at the Fridley Police 
Department as an advocate for battered 
women.  I go out with an officer after a 
domestic assault and visit with the victim in 
her home, providing support and information 
about the court process, restraining orders, 
and resources. 
 
I live in Minneapolis with my partner Paris, 
who also volunteers for NARAL Pro-Choice 
Minnesota.  We are working on living into the 
belief that if we have some ideas about how 
this world could be fairer, more peaceful, less 
polluted and safer for everyone, there©s no 
point in waiting around for someone else to 

make it so.

As we approach a new legislative session in January, we will need the 
help of these committed pro-choice officials to hold back the MCCL©s 
anti-choice agenda.  NARAL Pro-Choice Minnesota looks forward to 
working with all of them in the years ahead.  

Did you know your employer can make your end-of-the-year gift to 
NARAL Pro-Choice Minnesota larger?  Many employers sponsor 
matching gift programs and will match charitable contributions made by 
employees.
