Robynne Curlee, Executive Director of Programs & Pu  blic Affairs

Robynne joined NARAL Pro-Choice Minnesota as the Campus Organizing Coordinator in
2002. Over time Robynne branched out into the volunteer and political organizing, and has
also done a stint as an administrative assistant. In 2005, Robynne took the leadership of the
public affairs programs being becoming the new Executive Director of Programs and Public
Affairs.

During her time at NARAL Pro-Choice Minnesota, Robynne also worked as a patient
advocate, providing pre-abortion counseling at a local clinic. Before NARAL Pro-Choice
Minnesota, Robynne was an organizer for Greenpeace and an Assistant Field Canvass
Director for the Sierra Club and Human Rights Campaign.

Senate Confirms Alito to Supreme Court
Balance of Court Tipped Against Choice

On Tuesday, January 31, the U.S.
Senate voted 58-42 to confirm Judge
Samuel Alito to the Supreme Court.
The confirmation of Alito to fill the spot
vacated by pro-choice Justice Sandra
Day O’Connor is a devastating loss
for pro-choice Americans, who have
long counted on the Supreme Court to
protect personal freedom and the right
to choose.

The 2006 Minnesota State Legislative
Session is set to begin on March 1,
and NARAL Pro-Choice Minnesota is
poised and ready to promote a pro-
active, pro-choice agenda and defend
against threats to choice posed by the
MCCL (Minnesota Citizens
Concerned for Life, the state’s largest
anti-choice organization).

Pro-Choice Proposals Give

Women Options

NARAL Pro-Choice Minnesota’'s top
pro-active legislative priorities this
session include:

EC in the ER: We will again
introduce legislation that will
provide a uniform standard of care
for survivors of sexual assault
when they present in the
Emergency Room to include
information about access to
Emergency Contraception.
Emergency Contraception can
prevent pregnancy up to 5 days
after intercourse. The NARAL
Pro-Choice Minnesota Foundation
has conducted surveys which
have found that more than 40% of
hospitals in MN do not
consistently provide sexual
assault survivors with information
or prescriptions to EC.

Pharmacist Refusal/Conscience
Clause: A variety of bills on both
sides of the Pharmacist Refusal
debate will be introduced. NARAL
Pro-Choice Minnesota will
vigorously oppose legislation that
allows pharmacists to impose
their personal beliefs and morality
on patients with no medically
indicated reason. NARAL Pro-
Choice Minnesota will
enthusiastically support legislation

that requires pharmacists to
dispense all legal prescriptions
that are medically indicated,
including birth control and
Emergency Contraception.

Anti-Choice Agenda Does
Nothing to Lessen Abortion

Rate

NARAL Pro-Choice Minnesota will
carefully monitor the activity of the
MCCL, including their 2006 “Abortion
Regulation Act”, a legislative package
loaded with attacks to reproductive
freedom which include:

Attacking Doe v. Gomez, the
Minnesota State Supreme Court
ruling that affirmed reproductive
rights are protected under the
Minnesota State Constitution.
Specifically, the court ruled that it
is discriminatory for state funded
medical assistance to pay for full-
term pregnancy care, but not to
pay for abortion services.

Targeting Judges with the
Parental Notification Data Act,
which would require clinics and
courts to track
which judges
grant judicial
bypasses to a
minor woman
seeking an
abortion.
Minnesota
state law
requires that a
woman under
18 notify both
biological
parents a
minimum of 48
hours before

her abortion. The U.S. Supreme
Court has ruled that parental
notification laws must contain a
judicial bypass option for women
who are not able to involve both
of their parents in their decision.
Because judges in Minnesota are
elected officials, publicly tracking
those who grant bypasses to
minor women would make them
vulnerable as targets for electoral
defeat.

A Closer Look:

Pharmacist Refusal

You have probably heard stories in
the media of women being denied
their prescriptions for birth control or
Emergency Contraception (EC) at the
pharmacy counter. Although it is
difficult to gauge how frequent such
incidences are, even one time is too
many for a woman to be denied her
prescription.

The NARAL Pro-Choice Minnesota
Foundation has conducted a survey of

pharmacies across the state to
determine the scope of how
accessible Emergency Contraception
(EC) is at pharmacies throughout the
state. Here's a snapshot of our
findings:

56% of all the pharmacies in
Minnesota responded to the
survey

71% of responding pharmacies
stock EC; only 57% of pharmacies
in rural areas stock EC, compared
with 79% of suburban and 74% of
urban pharmacies

14% of responding pharmacies (1
out of 7) employ at least one
pharmacist who refuses to fill
prescriptions for EC

We know that access to Emergency
Contraception is critical in helping
women avoid unintended
pregnancies. That is why NARAL Pro-
Choice Minnesota will continue to
work tirelessly to ensure that women
can access EC—at the doctor’s office
and at the pharmacy.

Pro-Choice Students Unite!
Student Organizing Spring Preview

After a successful first semester and a
long winter break, pro-choice students
from across the state are gearing up
for the busy spring ahead. NARAL
Pro-Choice Minnesota currently works
with interns at 13 campuses on both
metro area and Greater Minnesota
college campuses to educate and
organize future pro-choice activists.
With the fall came trainings, outreach,

and events led by the Campus
Representatives, largely focused
around the Supreme Court

nominations of anti-choice justices.
Students, now more than ever, are
motivated to continue to defend
choice and are ready to bring their
energy with them into the next
semester.

Roe v. Wade on campus

The earliest and mostly likely largest
celebration for spring semester on
college campuses was the 33"
anniversary of Roe v. Wade.
Activities ranged from movie nights
and discussions to parties and
educational trainings on the future of
Roe. Students focused on the critical
time for reproductive rights, while
celebrating over three decades of safe
and legal abortions. NARAL Pro-
Choice Minnesota led trainings at four
campuses to give a Supreme Court
update and discuss how the newly
shifted Court could impact the
constitutional right to choose.

Days of Action

Each semester, students participate in
several “Days of Action” to bring about
awareness through direct action and
education. During the spring,
students will take part in Back Up
Your Birth Control Day and National
Abortion Provider Appreciation Day,
through campaigns coordinated by
each individual campus group. The
first day ensures that emergency
contraception is more effective
through education; while the other
provides gratitude for the dedicated
doctors, endlessly committed to
serving women in Minnesota.
Students will encourage their peers to
get involved through activism and
participation in events.

Lobbying for our rights

Lobby Day at the state Capitol will
again be central for students in the
upcoming months. Each year campus
reps have been active in outreach and
recruitment for the day, bringing in
constituents from districts where
legislators don't often hear about
choice or may not be supportive of the
Lobbying is a chance for
students to feel empowered to be
active in the political process and we
are looking forward to another
successful event this year!

In the late 1990s, Glenn hosted and
maintained the organization’s
membership database at his home
computer.

The Jane Hodgson Reproductive
Freedom Award honors the career of
one of Minnesota’'s true medical
pioneers, Jane Hodgson, MD. For
more than 50 years, Dr. Hodgson
advanced women’s reproductive
health care with her scholarly
achievements and medical
leadership. Dr. Hodgson’s
conscientious concern for women and
their families made her a legend in
April 1970 when she risked her
professional standing by challenging
Minnesota’s anti-abortion statute. The

honor a person who most exemplifies
Jane Hodgson’s diligent efforts to
ensure reproductive freedom for
women.

Legal Update I:

Federal Abortion Ban Moves Closer to High Court

On the eve of Justice
Alito’s Senate
confirmation, in separate
rulings, both the Ninth
Circuit Court of Appeals
and the Second Circuit
Court of Appeals struck down the
Federal Abortion Ban signed by
George W. Bush in 2003.

Rulings Represent Victory

The two appellate courts’ decisions
declared unconstitutional a federal
abortion ban signed by President
Bush—a victory for Americans who
oppose allowing politicians to interfere
in personal health decisions.

In 2005, the Eight Circuit Court of

Appeals also struck down the same
law.

Three federal appeals courts now
have ruled that the Bush-backed
Federal Abortion Ban s
unconstitutional. This is a defeat for
President Bush and his anti-choice
allies who aggressively pushed this
law, which would jeopardize women’s
health and effectively ban abortion as
early as 12 weeks. The courts have
affirmed that women and doctors
should be able to make private
medical decisions without interference
from politicians.

The rulings indicate that Americans
who value freedom and privacy still
can count on the federal courts to
block politically motivated assaults on
women'’s freedom.

However, the Supreme Court could
yet take up these rulings. With
Samuel Alito as the replacement for
retiring Justice Sandra Day O’Connor,
all bets are off on how the Supreme
Court may approach any of these
three cases. Justice O'Connor cast
the decisive vote when the Supreme
Court struck down a nearly identical
law nearly six years ago. We cannot
count on Justice Alito to vote similarly.

Our hope is that the Supreme Court
declines to take up this issue and lets
the three appellate court decisions in
favor of protecting women’s health
stand.

Legal Update II:

Ruling in Ayotte - Change in Interpretation?

In January, the Supreme Court
unanimously decided to send the
most recent abortion-related case
back to the lower court. While on one
hand, the women of this country
ducked the potential threat of a further
rollback of Roe v. Wade protections,
the sending back of this case could
have longstanding repercussions. At
the very minimum, the ruling
demonstrates the continued need to
protect our rights at all levels.

At issue was a New Hampshire
abortion restriction that did not have
an exception for a woman’s health.
The Court's decision was not a
complete win for anti-choice
legislators and the Bush
Administration — who wanted to
eliminate the health exception
altogether — but neither is it a
complete victory for women.

What does Ayotte do?

The Ayotte case symbolizes how
lawmakers at the state and federal
levels are continuing to exploit every
opportunity to take away our
reproductive freedom, even while Roe
v. Wade stands.

This decision again
emphasizes the critical
importance of the courts in
protecting individual rights and
privacy. Lower courts and
eventually the Supreme Court will
now have even more
opportunities to protect or deny a

woman'’s right to choose.

once

Previously, restrictions on
abortion that did not include a

health exception were held

unconstitutional on that basis;
now, under Ayotte, courts have a
different remedy. They may
uphold a law that does not include
a health exception and declare it
unconstitutional only for certain
women in particular
circumstances.

The Court's decision will not
prevent anti-choice leaders from
pursuing additional opportunities
to dismantle women’s access to
reproductive health care.

With its decision, the Supreme
Court acknowledges that
precedent requires that abortion
restrictions must not endanger
women’s health, but it opens the
door to fewer women being
protected by this precedent.

Uncertain Future

We may not know the full impact of
this decision on the lives of American

women for years to come. We do
know that this decision could be a
green light to anti-choice legislators to
enact laws that endanger women’s
health with an assurance lawmakers
did not previously have: That for
women and their doctors these
restrictions could remain largely
enforceable. Laws that previously
would have been struck down may
instead be allowed to remain in effect
with court-issued exceptions that anti-
choice politicians opted not to include.

We are relieved that the Supreme
Court left in place the requirement that
abortion restrictions must not
endanger women'’s health. Soon they
may have the opportunity to revisit
this question (see Legal Update I).
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Clinic Escort
Update

Saturdays in Winter

Since October of this year, NARAL
Pro-Choice Minnesota’s volunteer
escorts have been providing both
physical and emotional security to
patients entering the Hanson Clinic in
Minneapolis. These steadfast
volunteers have committed their time,
arriving at the clinic by 6:30 a.m. each
weekend regardless of weather
conditions. Never failing, the response
has been overwhelming by this
dedicated group who offer their time
and support to patients and
companions of the clinic. Currently,
there are over 45 trained escort
volunteers with the program who
rotate weekend shifts throughout the
month.

During the first months of the escort
program, students from the University
of Minnesota were able to participate
for a service learning project, which
gave them front line experience in
dealing with brutal anti-choice
protestors and the harsh reality that
women must face when entering the
clinic. Other volunteers have
committed their time, despite the
bitterly cold winter mornings in
Minnesota, motivated by the
harassment of the protestors. Typical
anti-choice activity outside of the clinic
ranges from name-calling and verbal
abuse to handing out literature and
walking alongside the patients as they
enter the building.

The Hanson Clinic of Minneapolis has
been serving women for over 40 years
and has experienced the full gamut of
anti-choice activity. Despite these
efforts, the clinic has continually
opened its doors to women, offering a
full range of reproductive services.

Nursing Students for Choice
Reproductive Justice in Action

Last fall, a small but determined
group of pro-choice nursing students
established a chapter of Nursing
Students for Choice (NSFC) at the
University of Minnesota in order to
draw attention to issues of
reproductive health not frequently
addressed in nursing school.

Sad but true—for example, while
nurses are expected to deliver the
results of a pregnancy test to
patients, they are unlikely to receive
any formal training on how to actually
do this. Worse, they are rarely trained
to present all-options counseling to
patients facing an unplanned
pregnancy. This despite the fact that
many women, especially younger
women, low-income women, and
minority women, receive most of their
medical care from nurses and nurse
practitioners. NSFC believes that all
women, regardless of age, income,
or race, deserve to be cared for by
fully-trained professionals who are
prepared to present them with their
full range of options.

Up until the volunteer program began,
they were the last remaining abortion
clinic in need of an escort service that
did not already have one in place.

We would like to offer our sincerest
thanks to our escorts, on behalf of the
Hanson Clinic staff and the dozens of
patients that have been served by
these dedicated volunteers. We also
want to thanks Peace Coffee, a local
non-profit organization that has
generously donated fresh coffee to
the volunteer escorts for each shift
during the winter months.

NSFC Founders

Jessica Zaldivar, a graduate student
cofounder and the NSFC President in
2005, was voted one of the "Top 30
Under-30 Activists for Choice" by
Choice USA in 2004. Prior to entering
a graduate program in
midwifery at the University, she
administered the Hersey Fund at Pro-
Choice Resources, which provides
financial assistance to low-income
women

Darrah is an
enthusiastic and committed pro-choice
second-year undergraduate in the
nursing program.

Joining
Darrah is new NSFC vice-president
Carli Mueller, who shares with Darrah
a dedication to women's reproductive
rights. It runs in the family--Carli's
mother is a women's health nurse.

Plans of Action

Last fall NSFC received a grant from
APEP to host a lecture and recruit
new members; the lecture, "Pizza,
Pop, and Pregnancy" was a hit,
gaining NSFC several new members.
Brielle Wacker from the Midwest

Health Center for Women presented
on all-options counseling and offered
several resources to the workshop
attendees. This spring, NSFC leaders
are planning a lecture series designed
to attract classmates who want to
learn more about what it means to be
a pro-choice health care professional.
Possible topics include a comparison
of contraceptive options, a
presentation from an abortion clinic

nurse practitioner, and a discussion of
medical abortion. In addition, NSFC
plans to encourage members to put
their beliefs into action by acting as
clinic escorts, participating in the pro-
choice lobby day this spring, and
collaborating with other pro-choice
groups on campus.

Hundreds of Minnesotans
celebrate 33 ™ Anniversary
of Roe v. Wade
