
Regrettably, as this issue of Pro-Choice Minnesota News went to press, 

Governor Pawlenty signed the MCCL’s “Positive Alternatives Act.”  The 

measure gives $2.5 million each year to anti-choice crisis pregnancy centers.  

These agencies have a history of lying to and intimidating young women facing 

unintended pregnancies.  These centers are not real medical facilities and by 

and large will not refer for abortion or even birth control. 

 

The bill essentially is a handout to the MCCL (MN Citizens Concerned for Life). 

If the MCCL and governor were sincere about preventing the need for abortion, 

they’d push for more funding for family planning grants without political 

agendas. 

 

NARAL Pro-Choice Minnesota has labored hard to ensure that if the state 

insists on directing $2.5 million in taxpayer funds into the coffers of crisis 

pregnancy centers, the state has the responsibility and moral obligation to 

require, at minimum, that: 

1. Women visiting a CPC be given basic 

privacy protections that will prevent 

workers or volunteers from calling or 

harassing them after their visit; 

2.  Information given to women at the 

CPC must be medically accurate and 

not intended to distort the facts about 

abortion; 

3.  Adoption agencies such as Lutheran 

Social Services--which takes no stand 

on abortion--be eligible for funding. 

 

With an anti-choice governor and a 60% anti-

choice state legislature determined to give 

the MN Citizens Concerned for Life a

The night before Sen. Bill Frist (R-TN) was to force through a rule change to 

eliminate the 200 year tradition of the filibuster, a bipartisan group of fourteen 

senators averted the infamous “nuclear option” and protected the use of the 

filibuster against extremist judicial nominees who won’t respect our rights. 

 

The fourteen senators stated clearly that the 

judicial confirmation process should reflect 

the spirit of bipartisanship and moderation. 

And they pointed out the most important step 

toward achieving that goal: presidential 

consultation.  George W. Bush can do more 

than anyone else to make the confirmation 

process a source of consensus rather than 

conflict by returning to the simple practice 

followed by every other modern-era 

president: bipartisan consultation.  Meaningful 

consultation will lead to selecting more judges 

who respect our personal freedoms and 

understand how the law affects ordinary

The Democrats agreed to allow votes on three of the previously blocked nominees: Wiliam Pryor, Priscilla 

Owen, and Janice Rogers Brown.  Two days later, the Senate ended debate on Priscilla Owen and 

approved her nomination in a 56-43 vote.  The pro-choice movement has secured a partial victory by 

defeating Sen. Frist’s and the White House’s unprecedented power grab, but the battle is far from over. 

 

Numerous phone calls, emails, and letters to the editor have preserved the filibuster.  We now need to 

double those efforts against anti-choice nominees who don’t respect our constitutional right to privacy.  

Pro-choicers must keep our voices heard as we look ahead at likely Supreme Court vacancies.  Thank you 

to everyone who have taken action.  NARAL Pro-Choice Minnesota is breathing a sigh of relief, but we 

must not slow our efforts.  We must work to oppose the remaining unacceptable nominees as well as an 

anticipated anti-choice Supreme Court nominee.  The fight to preserve Roe v. Wade continues.

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¨  Over 1,000 phone calls were generated into Sen. Coleman’s office to oppose the 

nuclear option. Several times, activists overloaded Sen. Coleman’s voicemail 

system! 

 

¨  In early May, several dozen pro-choice activists held two vigils outside of Coleman’s 

St. Paul office (see pictures in the back of this issue).  People dressed in judicial 

robes and “hazmat suits” and asked Coleman not to “nuke the Senate.” 

 

¨  The website set up at www.SaveTheCourtMN.org has collected over 1,000 online 

petition signatures. 

 

¨  We have collected over 2,500 signed postcards and handwritten letters against the 

nuclear option to Sen. Coleman.  Letters were hand-delivered to Coleman’s St. Paul 

office on two occasions by the field canvass staff. 

 

¨  One commentary piece by Tim Stanley was printed in the Star Tribune and three 

letters to the editor were published from pro-choice activists. 
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The Supreme Court’s announced their intent to hear New Hampshire’s appeal of two lower 

court decisions that struck down the state’s law restricting young women’s access to abortion.  

The Supreme Court is expected to hear the case next fall and make a decision within the next 

year. 

 

The announcement occurs in the backdrop of a likely retirement by Chief Justice Rehnquist 

and heated battles in the U.S. Senate over federal court nominees.  The New Hampshire case 

is the first abortion case before the Court in five years and is a reminder to Americans that the constitutional protections of Roe v. Wade hang in the balance of a 5-4 

court.  

 

At the heart of the case is the issue of what constitutional protections a young woman has to protect her health.  Yes, you read that right.  The Supreme Court will 

discuss whether it is necessary to have a health exception for certain abortion restriction laws, and if so, what constitutes health.  Anti-choice leaders, after speaking 

about “activist judges” on one side of their mouth, now want the Supreme Court to make medical determinations in place of physicians. 

 

In 2000, the Supreme Court overturned in a 5-4 decision a Nebraska abortion restriction law because, in part, it lacked a health exception.  This law could allow the 

Court to over-rule or undermine a woman’s constitutional right to protect her own health in terms of her access to safe and legal abortion.  Stay tuned. 

Need an excuse to get out of the house and enjoy some fresh air?  Well, now you have 

one…and you can support Choice at the same time.  The NARAL Pro-Choice Minnesota 

Foundation will participate in the Headwaters Foundation for Justice’s Walk for Justice, an 

annual event that exists to raise awareness, solidarity and financial support for Twin Cities 

grassroots organizations that work to correct social, racial, economic, and environmental 

injustice.  Dozens of groups walk together along a three mile course, displaying banners and 

signs, celebrating together the important work being done in our communities. 

 

Last year was the first year NARAL Pro-Choice Minnesota Foundation participated in this 

event, and boy, did we shine!  Over 30 pro-choice activists walked for Choice – one of the 

largest groups in attendance. Not only that, but we were also ranked third of all the 

participating organizations in terms of most money raised. We definitely want to build on that 

momentum, recruit more walkers, and raise even MORE funds for Choice this year! 

 

The 2005 Walk for Justice will be held on Sunday, September 18th from 11:30 am – 3:30 

pm at Boom Island Park in Minneapolis.  Get your walking shoes ready to help support 
Choice once again!

Volunteer Spotlight 
Kathy Drazen 

NARAL Pro-Choice Minnesota is proud to finally be able to shine the Volunteer 

Spotlight on Kathy Drazen, who has been volunteering in the office weekly for 

over three years. Despite repeated attempts to highlight her outstanding 

volunteerism in the Pro-Choice Minnesota News, Kathy has modestly shunned 

the spotlight insisting that she hasn’t done enough to deserve it. A few weeks 

ago, after diligently working on our new folding machine, she proclaimed “Well, 

I think that now I can be the volunteer of the month” after finally getting it to 

work! We jumped at the chance to sit down with Kathy to talk with her about 

what motivates her to be a pro-choice volunteer. 

 

Tell us a bit about yourself. 

 
I’m married and live in Eagan with my husband. We have chosen not to have 

children. I have been involved in feminist issues since the late 1970s, and have 

been a member and volunteer with NARAL Pro-Choice Minnesota and its 

predecessors to varying degrees since then. 

 

Why are you pro-choice? 

 
Having decided not to have children, I became 

aware that women need choices. And becoming 

active in the pro-choice movement in the 1970s, 

when the political climate was very much about 

abortion rights, the right to choose became central 

to my understanding of the role of women in society. 

I also got to know women who were outspoken 

about the fact that they had abortions and I believed 

even more that this was something we needed to 

keep legal. 

 

In Minnesota, it takes courage to be outspoken 

about Choice. So I needed solidarity with other pro-

choice people, and I found that in volunteering.  

 

Why do you think it’s important to volunteer for 

Choice? 

 
I think it’s important to volunteer because I respect democracy, and that means 

this issue—along with many other issues—will never be entirely settled. If our 

government is to function like a real democracy, these issues will be battled 

over for decades, and having fought this battle for decades with my time and 

money it is easy to get tired and want to give up and say “I’m going to let 

someone else do it this year”. But I think that it’s important to stay involved. 

 

And as I head towards retirement years, it is a pleasure to take time out of my 

week to give to something I believe in and spend time with people who are a joy 

to be with. 

 

Why did you start volunteering with NARAL Pro-

Choice Minnesota? 

 
Initially, back in the 1970s, I became involved 

because of NARAL Pro-Choice Minnesota’s 

founding mother, Betty Benjamin. After not being as 

active for a while, I came back in 2002 as a regular 

volunteer because I had early retirement and I knew 

I needed to continue working for Choice. Also, 2002 

was the year that Coleman was challenging 

Wellstone and I was really afraid of losing a pro-

choice vote in the Senate. 

 

I went to three different political organizations that 

year looking for a good fit as a volunteer, and 

NARAL Pro-Choice Minnesota is the organization 

that I felt utilized my time wisely and where I made a 

difference. I was put right to work, and I felt that the staff really appreciated my 

time and they still do. 

 

There is no doubt in my mind that without NARAL Pro-Choice Minnesota 

working to protect choice on the political front for the past 30-plus years, we 

would have seen reproductive rights in Minnesota eroded to a far greater 

degree than we already have. I have complete confidence in the effectiveness 

of this organization in protecting the right to choose at the Capitol, as well as 

building the pro-choice movement. 
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Pharmacy refusals 
We want to hear from you! 

The issue of pharmacists refusing to fill birth control and/or the emergency 

contraceptive Plan B (the morning-after pill) prescriptions continues to 

percolate nationally and here in Minnesota.  Misconceptions about just how it is 

possible for a pharmacist to refuse to fill a legal prescription abound. 

 

Here is where NARAL Pro-Choice Minnesota stands on this issue: 

¨  This should not be controversial -- if you walk into a pharmacy with a legal 

prescription for, you should walk out with the prescription filled -- no delays, 

no harassment, and no excuses. 

¨  Pharmacies have a professional duty to dispense legally prescribed 

medication and must be held accountable for the actions of their 

employees.  

¨  This issue really exposes how out-of-touch right wing politicians can be, 

when you consider that 95% of all American women use birth control at 

some point during their lives. 

Here are a few facts about pharmacists and their alleged ‘right to conscience’: 

¨  Minnesota statute Chapter 161.05 gives the Pharmacy Board the power to 

"deny, suspend, revoke or refuse" a license to a pharmacist who is guilty of 

unprofessional conduct. 

A trend is emerging among NARAL Pro-Choice Minnesota supporters.  Women and men from across the state 

are joining the Choice Marathoners program. Why?  Because they are deeply committed to preserving Choice 

for the future and are willing to put their money where their opinion is.  Because they want to make a 

commitment to support the movement and know that we are a lean and extremely efficient organization that 

converts every dollar raised into grassroots action.  

 

Choice Marathoners help assure us raise the resources we need to protect women’s lives.  Choice Marathoners 

give a small gift every month, deducted from their credit card or bank account, and they never have to write a 

check.  Choice Marathoners know that as long as they’re in the program, they’ll never receive fundraising mail 

from us.  Some are Choice Marathoners because they want to make a sizeable gift to support Choice, but need 

to spread the payments out over a full year.  Others are Choice Marathoners because they live too far away to 

volunteer.

handout, we were unable to defeat this bill— 

but the pro-choice movement won’t stand idle 

no matter what the odds are!   Despite the 

uphill fight we prevailed in real ways that 

protect women because legislators heard 

from you. 

 

The Legislature ended their regular session 

without passing the MCCL initiative called the 

“Parental Notification Data Act.”  A special 

session has now been called and NARAL 

Pro-Choice Minnesota will be following 

developments.  Currently, the PNDA resides 

in the House version of multi billion dollar 

Health and Human Services Omnibus bill 

being conferenced.
