Pro-Choice Activists Re-Live the March for 
Women’s Lives at Headwaters Walk for Justice 

Large Pro-Choice Presence Makes Strong Statement 
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Headwaters puts on the annual 
event to raise awareness, solidar-
ity and financial support for Twin 
Cities grassroots organizations 
that work to correct social, racial, 
economic, and environmental in-
justice.  Dozens of groups walk 
together each year along a three 
mile course that begins at Boom 
Island Park in Minneapolis, dis-
playing banners and signs, cele-
brating together the important work being done in our communities. 

 
Bruk Jacobs, NARAL Pro-Choice Minnesota 
Foundation team member, said, “As one of the 
largest groups at the Walk, we brought a lot of 
visibility to our cause.  Lots of bystanders thanked 
us for being there and working for choice.” 
 
Thanks to all who walked or pledged their sup-
port.  We are already planning on making an 
even bigger statement in the 2005 Walk for Jus-
tice! 

Jill Farris, a student in the School of Public Health at the University of Minnesota, will be conducting her mas-
ter’s project in the upcoming months with the assistance of NARAL Pro-Choice Minnesota.  Jill’s research will 
focus on barriers to the accessibility of emergency contraceptive pills (ECPs), also known by the brand name 
Plan B.  She will be surveying Minnesota state senators and representatives to determine their attitudes and 
knowledge of ECPs, and how these beliefs influence their decisions on key family planning votes.   
 
NARAL Pro-Choice Minnesota will use the results of Jill’s research in order to better tailor their education and 
outreach regarding ECPs, and to ultimately increase access to ECPs through legislation at the state level.   This 
research is just the next step in our four year aggressive campaign to increase access to emergency contracep-
tion in Minnesota.  Stay tuned for more initiatives focused on ECPs.  Check out our online petition at 
www.ecminnesota.org.

DID YOU KNOW? 
 
Emergency contraceptive 
pills are a high dose of 
ordinary birth control pills 
that work to prevent 
pregnancy if taken up to 
120 hours after unpro-
tected sex. 
 
Also called the “morning-
after” pill, ECP should 
not be confused with 
Mifeprex (also known as 
RU-486), which is a two 
pill regime that termi-
nates a pregnancy up to 
the ninth week.

nearly every single Saturday doorknock!  NARAL Pro-Choice Minnesota (NPCM) recently spoke with Amy. 

 
NPCM: Why did you start volunteering at NARAL Pro-Choice Minnesota? 
Amy: I started to volunteer for NARAL Pro-Choice Minnesota because I was unhappy to see so 
much legislation aimed at taking away women’s rights.  I know that if a candidate supports repro-
ductive rights, they have an inherent respect for women, and will respect choice as well as other 
important privacy and social issues. 
 

NPCM: Why do you think it is important to volunteer for choice? 
Amy: I continue to volunteer because it’s an easy way to help elect pro-choice candidates.  I live 
in a “safe” district, so I know I need to travel to help elect the right candidates.  NARAL Pro-
Choice Minnesota screens candidates and then organizes the trips.  The doorknocking is great — 
most people are very friendly, the weather is usually nice, and there’s always something wild and 
beautiful to see — wild black raspberries, an oak savannah, or just the nice dogs. 

 
NPCM: Why are you pro-choice? 
Amy: I didn’t think there is another option!  I believe in respecting each person, and allowing eve-
ryone the liberty to make personal decisions.  That’s what our Constitution is all about — choice. 

 
NPCM: Tell us a little about yourself. 
Amy: I live in Saint Paul’s Lexington-Hamline neighborhood in 
a 1905 Victorian house with my husband. I have two stafford-
shire bull terriers, and the female can be seen at some pro-
choice events wearing a sticker saying “Another Pro-Choice 
Bitch.”  When I’m not doorknocking, I spend time restoring my 
house and gossiping with my pro-choice girlfriends.
