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NARAL Pro-Choice Minnesota’s 2006 

Legislative Scorecard (included on 

pages 4 and 5) shows that we faced 
serious battles at the Legislature this 

year. Despite a Legislature that is 

60% anti-choice, we have been able 

to stop some egregious legislation like 
the “Abortion Regulation Act” from 

passing. 

 

However, with the numbers in the 

Legislature stacked against us so 
dramatically, we have not been able 

to succeed in stopping every piece of 

anti-choice legislation. In the years 

since Gov. Pawlenty has been in 

Minnesota Up For Grabs 
NARAL Pro-Choice Minnesota to Turn Out the Pro-
Choice Vote on November 7th  
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office, he has been able to sign two 

major anti-choice initiatives: the 24-

hour waiting period for abortions, and 
funding of ant i-choice “cr is is 

pregnancy centers.”  

 

In addition to the anti-choice 
legislation, our proactive, pro-choice 

initiatives have been stalled or 

attacked with anti-choice legislators in 

power. Funding for family planning 

programs has been slashed by 50%, 
and legislation to ensure that schools 

give kids medically and factually 

accurate sex education has been 

stalled. 

 
We have seen what happens when 

anti-choice legislators are in office. 

Now, we’re ready to work with pro-

choice elected officials.  
 

The 2006 election is an enormous 

opportunity, with every major seat in 

Minnesota up for reelection including: 

 

¨ Governor, Lt. Governor, 

Attorney General, Secretary 

of State, State Auditor   

¨ All  201 State Senators and 

State Representatives

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With anti-choice majorities in both the 

Minnesota State House and the 

Minnesota State Senate, the 2006 
Legislative Session presented serious 

challenges to  reproductive freedom in 

Minnesota. The MCCL (Minnesota 

Citizens Concerned for Life) has the 
full support of 60% of the Minnesota 

House and 55% of the Minnesota 

Senate, as well as a Governor eager 

to sign any anti-choice legislation they 

put before him. 
 

Pro-choice Minnesotans breathed a 

sigh of relief when the 2006 

Legislative Session ended with the 

narrow defeat of the MCCL’s anti-
choice “Abortion Regulation Act”, a 

three-pronged attack to reproductive 

freedom that sought to:  

 

· Challenge Minnesota’s state 

constitutional protection for 

reproductive privacy as 

determined by the Doe v. 

Gomez case; 

· Target judges who grant 

judicial bypasses to young 
women seeking  

 abortion; and 

· Single out doctors who 

p r o v i d e  a b o r t i o n  f o r 

burdensome regulations.

2.  SF 2994, the Education 
Omnibus bill authored by 

Sen. Kelley, included a 

c o m p r e h e n s i v e  s e x 

education requirement for 

K-12 students. NARAL Pro-
C h o i c e  M i n n e s o t a 

supported this bill with the 
c o m p r e h e n s i v e  s e x 

education component; it 
passed 37-28.

Attendees heard about current threats 

to our rights and health and what they 

can do to change the political 

landscape.  The evening featured two 

Talking About Choice  
Thirty Years of the Hyde Amendment 

No sooner did the Supreme Court rule 

resoundingly in favor of women’s 

rights with Roe v Wade in 1973 than 
opponents rushed in to undermine 

that ruling. September marks the 30th 

anniversary of the Hyde Amendment, 

the first in an endless series of  
restrictions on the ability of women to 

control their reproductive futures.  

 

Introduced as an attachment to the 

health and human services spending 
bill, the 1976 Hyde Amendment 

banned all federal Medicaid funding of 

abortions except those necessary to 

save the life of the pregnant woman, 

thus effectively depriving care from a 
third of the women in need of the 

service.2  

 

Taking a cue from Hyde, states soon 
followed suit, banning the use of state 

Medicaid funds for abortion. By 1979, 

40 states—including Minnesota—had 

enacted similar bans, and copycat 

language was inserted in other 
federal spending bills. Currently this 

country categorically denies abortion 

health care coverage to: 

 

¨ Medicaid recipients 

¨ military personnel and their 

dependents 

¨ federal prisoners 

¨ Peace Corps volunteers 

¨ Native American women receiving 

health care from Indian Health 
Services 

¨ federal employees 

¨ women on disability insurance 

¨ immigrant women 

 
For a significant number of families 

the post-Hyde environment differs 

little from the pre-Roe one.  While 

women of means may access safe 
abortion services, women who lack 

resources are faced with an 

involuntary pregnancy or unsafe 

abort ion.  This burden fal ls 
disproportionately on young women 

and women of color, whose 

representation is all but absent from 

Congress. Consider the onerous 

barriers—travel costs due to scarcity 
of clinics, hotel costs due to waiting 

periods, child care, lost wages—add 

to that the actual cost of an abortion 

(an average of $468 in the first 

trimester), and one might conclude 
that Henry Hyde succeeded in his aim 

of preventing abortions among women 

who rely on government-funded 

health insurance.  
 

Instead, women are driven to ever 

more desperate measures. The year 

the Hyde Amendment was enacted, 

Rosie Jimenez was a 27-year old 
single mother with a 5-year old 

daughter, working her way through 

college in McAllen, Texas. A Medicaid 

recipient, Rosie was only six months 
from graduation in 1977 when she 

bled to death from an illegal abortion.  

And although it is impossible to know 

precisely how many women have died 

or suffered injury in the intervening 
years, there is ample evidence that 

self-induced abortions due to lack of 

funding are on the rise.3  

 
In Minnesota, cuts to funding were 

restored in 1995 when the state 

Supreme Court ruled in Doe v Gomez 

that subsidizing childbirth without also 

funding the abortion option was a 
violation of the state constitution. It is

this decision that was the focus of the 

2006 MCCL-sponsored Abortion 

Regulation Act. NARAL Pro-Choice 
Minnesota believes that all women, 

regardless of circumstances, deserve 

access to a full range of reproductive 

choices.  By isolating the single most 
common surgical procedure sought by 

women and then denying it to the 

m os t  vu l n e r a b l e ,  t h e  H yd e 

Amendment represents blatant 

discrimination. We will work to ensure 
that abortion remains safe, legal, and
